Asian Elephants mostly populate the rainforests of Southeast Asia , India, Sri Lanka , and Indonesia.   From the ground to the shoulder, Asian Elephants measure about 10 feet (2.9m) high. They can weigh as much as 11,000 pounds (4989.5kg). Comparatively speaking, they are smaller and have smaller ears than African Elephants. Their trunk has only one "lip" or "finger." The tusks are about 4 - 5 feet (1.2 - 1.5m) for males, and females have really small ones that they are not noticeable.
